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TOURNAMENT RULES

Coin flip will determine home team for all games on Saturday and championship game
on Sunday (all non-championship games on Sunday — higher seed is home team).
Home team is official book.

Ten players will be used in the field (four in the outfield grass).

NO coaches permitted in the field when their team is on defense.

All players will be in batting order. If a player is forced to leave the game, that spot in
the lineup will be an automatic out (unless due to injury — both coaches must agree or
umpire will determine)

Three coaches permitted on the field when their team is batting (pitcher, 1B, 3B)

The coaches will pitch overhand having 1 foot in the circle. Foul tips on the last pitch
will keep the batter “alive”. Each batter will get 6 pitches or 3 strikes. The coach
pitcher is NOT allowed to physically/verbally coach his/her players.

Each inning will be completed by three (3) outs or seven (7) runs whichever comes first.
Each game will consist of six (6) innings or at least four (4) innings and mathematically
eliminated.

A circle (roughly 10ft in diameter) will be drawn around the pitcher’s mound. The
player playing the pitcher’s mound position must keep at least 1 foot inside the circle
until the ball is put in play.

NO bunting.

NO lead offs or stealing is permitted.

NO walks.

NO infield fly rule.

NO sliding into first base is permitted (one warning then automatic out).

It is recommended that runner’s slide when a play is being made on them or they may
be called out (umpire’s discretion).

If the pitching coach is hit by the batted ball, the batter will hit again with the same
pitch count.

Appeals will be considered at the time of the call. Umpires decision is final.

Batters will receive one warning on throwing bats. The next offense is an automatic
out.

The baserunner has the width of the base (1st, 3rd) to be considered in the baseline

If the ball is thrown outside of the fence or the ball bounces outside the fence, play is
“dead” and the baserunners will advance to the next base.

Players must be 8 years old on or before May 1.
